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1. Identify a science fair project topic.

Think about topics that interest you. With the help of an adult, search the Internet or visit the library to find a topic that interests you.  An adult can review your topic to make sure it is appropriate.

2. 
Determine the type of project you will develop.

There are 3 basic types of science projects: collection/exhibit, experiment, and invention. Please refer to the Science Fair packet for details on each type of project (the packet is available on the Virtual Backpack and PTO websites).

3. 
If you choose to do an experiment, demonstrate use of the scientific method.

The scientific method is a way to ask and answer scientific questions by making observations and doing experiments. The steps are: ask a question, do background research, construct a hypothesis, write a procedure (experiment plan), test your hypothesis by doing an experiment, analyze your data, and draw a conclusion.

4.  
Put it all together on a display board. 

What is a display board?  You will use a standard, 3-panel cardboard display board that unfolds to be 3 ft tall x 4 ft wide. Display boards can be purchased at stores such as Wal-Mart, Michael’s, Staples, and Office Depot. 

Organizing the information on your display board. Organize the information like a newspaper so that people can follow the thread of your project by reading from top to bottom, left to right. Pictures, drawings, tables, graphs, and objects can be used in your display. The more information you can provide, the easier it will be to explain your project.
