COMMENTS FROM MR. DAHER
Mr. Daher reviewed the district’s latest round of budget cuts and addressed how these will affect the high school.  In most cases cuts were made as reductions rather than elimination of programs.   Fiscal issues prevented the proposed change to a rotation schedule, though district administration and Mr. Daher are interested in working towards this change in future years.

PTO BUSINESS
Melissa presented the proposed slate of PTO officers for the 2010-11 school year.   The slate was supported by a unanimous vote of approval.  Next year’s officers will be:

There was discussion about the summer mailing for the directory.  Attendees did not think an electronic format would work for this year, so the mailing will take place in August.  Efforts towards switching to Infinite Campus for creating the directory are under way, but there are logistical challenges with the program functionality that preclude this option at this point in time.
Due to historically declining membership in the PTO and fewer directories sold each year we are adding the position of fundraising chair to help with passive fundraising opportunities such as the Target and Stop and Shop loyalty programs.  In addition, in light of budgetary issues and the likelihood that the PTO will need to step up to fund additional projects, new fundraising programs might be explored (magazine renewals, etc.)


Chris presented the Treasurer’s report.  Expenses are mostly on target.  Post Prom is on budget, Jr. Prom has not submitted expenses yet, and scholarships will be announced soon.

We reviewed grant applications for $3000 towards Challenge Day for next year, and $1000 for video equipment and supplies to be used for video modeling instruction.  Melissa will conduct an email vote on these grant applications. 

A suggestion was made to consider a grant writer for the district—Mr. Daher noted that some districts have a grant writer on staff.  Perhaps there is someone within the community who has these skills and would be interested in putting them to work on behalf of the students.  A SUGGESTION BOX has been added to the district website.

 Randee Tengi offered thanks from the HVEF for all the support for their recent fundraising event—best attendance (183 people) and most raised ($18,000) to date.
Mr. Daher offered his thanks for attendance and participation in this year’s PTO and Parent Council meetings.  Ms. Getman was thanked for serving as staff liaison and bringing great counseling information to the year’s meetings.
